MEASUREMENT OF SOCIAL DISTANCE DECLARED BY STUDENTS IN RELATION TO CHOSEN SYMPTOMS OF DISCRIMINATION  

[bookmark: _GoBack]ABSTRACT: This article presents the results of study which the aim were the recognition of social distance in relation to persons of experiencing discriminations among first and second years Physical Education students (bachelor’s degree). For realization this aim were used the Polish version of Questionnaire „Social Distance - DS”, the worked out on basis of original Bogardus social distance scale. Results showed that students declared shortest social distance (M=2,03, SD=1,76 - „religion’s confess category) and the longest in relation to Romani people (Gipsies) (M=5,36, SD=1,99 - „persons from definite ethnic and regional group” category). Difference between mean WDS declared by male and female students in relation to Gay Men turned out statistical significance on level α= 0,05. The mean WDS declared by male students turned out higher from mean WDS declared by female students.
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
